After the success of last year’s appeal we 
will once again be running a Christmas 
foodbox appeal this year.  This will enable 
you to send a food box containing  3 kg 
sugar, 2 kg rice,          2 ltr sunflower oil,  1  
can brown beans, 1 kg noodles, 250g dried 
soup, 500 g margarine, 200g cocoa, 3 kg 

washing powder, 1 bottle shampoo, 2 Toilet soaps and 3 candles 
to a poor family in Romania at Christmas time.  
 

To do this, put the following in an envelope : 
� £12.50 - cheques should be made out to “Romania Care” 

� A Christmas card - the Romanian for Merry Christmas is 
Craciun Fericit 

� If you are a UK tax payer, you may wish to include a gift aid 
declaration.  That way £12.50 becomes £16 at no extra cost 
to yourself! 

� You may like to include a family photo with contact details - 
people do occasionally receive replies, although they are 
normally in Romanian! 

Then send the envelope to Romania Care to arrive before 
Monday 8th November.

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Nursing Home “Casa Victor” open 
First residents arrive!  

 
Following months of bureaucracy, the first residents arrived at 
the nursing home at the beginning of April.  We now have 8 
residents, with more expected in the months to come.  We 
can introduce you to some of the residents. 
 
Angelica Magas  is 31 and is suffering from Muscular 
Dystrophy.  She used to live at home with her mother and 
father, but sadly her mother died in 2001 and after that her 
father turned to drink and started to abuse her.  She receives 
a handicap pension, but her father used it to fund his drinking!  
Angela was accepted into Casa Victor after being found in 
front of the Mayors office in Suceava with what possessions 
she could carry - due to her illness she gets tired very quickly 
and cannot exert much energy. 
 



Stefan Stoleri is a 
man of 83.  He is 
partially paralysed 
following a stroke, 
and also has 
prostrate problems. 
 
Having been 
widowed twice he 
was living alone in a 
small village.  When 
we first met him he 
was living in a small 

cold smelly room, only eating occasionally when someone 
gave him something to eat. 
 
Mihai Hritiuc,  is a man of 65 suffering from bad eyesight due 
to cataracts.  We were asked to help this man by city council 
social workers as he was about to be evicted due to non 
payment of rent and was destined for the streets until we 
helped with a place at Casa Victor. 
 
Visiting the home in May it was great to see so many 
appreciative people.  Thank you for your support and the 
difference it has made in these peoples lives. 

Floods in western Romania hit  
funding for nursing home. 

 
A few weeks ago, we had a call in the office.  It was from 
Harbour Shipping, the Dover based shipping company we 
used to use when we took lorries to Romania.   
 
The man asked if we were still going to Romania – our initial 
thought was that they were updating their database.   
 

He then explained he was Romanian and was looking for 
people to help his countrymen following the floods in the west 
of the country around Timisoara. 
 
Unfortunately we were not able to  help, but little did we realise 
the impact on the nursing home.   
 
The local authority had promised to help with funding for the 
nursing home – 50% of all non medical costs.  Following the 
floods we were informed that this would not now be possible 
as government funding had been diverted to the west of the 
country.  The impact for us, is that we now face a £20,000 
deficit on the first years operating costs of the n ursing 
home.  Any financial help you can give would be gre atly 
appreciated – we do not have the funds to cover thi s  
unexpected cost , and it would be a great pity to see the 
home closed, even temporarily, in its first year! 
 

Holiday Club Teams prepare to go to 
Romania 

 
Once again this summer we are sending teams out to 
Romania to run holiday clubs.  One club will take place in 
Suceava from 26th to 30th July; this is the first club we have run 
in a city.  The second will be in the large village of Solca
