The local authority in Suceava are still 
promising support for the home, although it was only 
forthcoming for one month of 2005 (December), and they are 
often slow in making the contribution. 
 
We hope to slowly move to a situation where the home is 
financially stable on its own, during the first half of 2006, and 
then plan to just sponsor respite care beds.  To sponsor a 
respite care bed costs £160 per month - any help here would be 
most welcome.  Thank you.
